B.  ENABLING LEARNING OBJECTIVE # 1.

ACTION:  Unaided, students should be able to identify what an improvised explosive device is.


CONDITIONS: Given the USAREUR SNAP slide presentation, a lesson plan, classroom, and students     


STANDARDS: Students describes what an improvised explosive device is.

1.  First teaching point.  Improvised explosive devices (IED) can range greatly in size, and potency.  An incendiary device is a device that causes fire. 

      2.  Second teaching point.  An observant person can prevent harm to others if they discover an IED and promptly report their discovery to law enforcement.  They can also save their lives and others by responding appropriately.

     1.  First teaching point.  This list is not an all-inclusive list of items that have been used as bombs.  Recently, there was a “shoe bomber” on a commercial flight.  Telephones, and radios have also been used as bombs.  A bomb be can be placed in almost anything.  Nonetheless, some explosive devices have visible nuances that can help you identify the item as a bomb.  The point to take away from this part of the training is that as you observe your area, report anything that looks suspicious.  It is better to err on the side of safety.

     Media: Slides (# 7) – Characteristics of some suspicious items

     1.  First teaching point.  It is impossible to identify a well-disguised bomb through mere external observation. The key here is that through keen observation, we may be able to detect an item that is out of place in its particular surroundings, and once observed, we immediately notify law enforcement authorities and allow them to contact appropriate persons who can determine the status of the item.

     Media: Slides (# 8) – Response to suspicious items

     1.  First teaching point.  Touching a suspected item may cause it to detonate.  Also, the item may later be part of a criminal investigation, and your efforts may damage some of the evidentiary value of the item.

     2.  Second teaching point. Do not use telephones or transmit with radios within 100 meters of the suspicious item.  While the possibility of unintentional detonation is remote, it is better to be safe.

    3.  Third teaching point.  Most bomb damage is caused from debris that essentially becomes missiles.  By staying out of line of sight of the suspected item, we can minimize being harmed by the blast or debris.

Alertness is the single most important factor in recognizing a potential improvised explosive device.  Your alertness can be the difference in thwarting an intended bombing attack.  Remain alert, and report suspicious items to law enforcement, and do not touch a suspicious item.  A side effect of your vigilance may be to help further clean up your neighborhood of trash, abandoned vehicles, etc., while also making your neighborhood a safer place for all.
