A.  INTRODUCTION:

1.  First teaching point.  The purpose of this presentation is to provide the student with some helpful tips, which can help lessen the likelihood of becoming a target for a terrorist or criminal.

B.  ENABLING LEARNING OBJECTIVE # 1.

ACTION:  Unaided, students should be able to identify and describe protective measures that can be used to lessen likelihood of family members becoming a target of a terrorist or a criminal.


CONDITIONS: Given the USAREUR SNAP slide presentation, a lesson plan, classroom, and students     


STANDARDS: Students should demonstrate their knowledge of measures that they and their family can take to minimize the likelihood of becoming a terrorist’s or a criminal’s target.

1.  First teaching point.  Frequency in burglaries’ tend to be tied to specific regions/areas, however, all of us should take precautions to minimize the likelihood of having our quarters burglarized.  Remember that the key factor to most crimes is opportunity.  Hence, we must try to ensure that we do not allow criminals or terrorists that opportunity.  Here are some things that you can do at your quarters.

2.  Second teaching point.  Destroying discarded personal information that reflects personal information can help reduce the threat of identity theft.  Identity theft is one of the fastest growing crimes.  


3.  Third teaching point.  If you have weapons in your home, you must ensure that they are properly registered, safely stored, and that children or criminals cannot gain access to them.  You must also ensure that weapons are stored in compliance with US Army Europe (USAREUR) Regulation 190-6, Registration and Control of Privately Owned Fire Arms and Other Weapons in Germany.

4.  Fourth teaching point.  Even when someone is in your home, it is always a good idea to keep doors locked.  

        5.  Fifth teaching point.  Marking valuable property can help ensure that recovered stolen property is returned to its owner.  Marking property may also serve as a deterrent to criminals, or those who would buy or trade for stolen property. 

       6.  Sixth teaching point.  Do not confront an intruder.  Get out of his/her way.   Notify law enforcement immediately.  There is too much potential for a violent outcome, and in some countries in Europe, a burglary may not entitle you to a violent response.

        7.  Seventh teaching point.  Join your community observers’ team.  You can help keep your community remain safe and secure.

     1.  First teaching point.  Ask the students what are individual protective measures (IPM).  Individual protective measures are techniques that will allow you to actively protect yourself against becoming a target for terrorists or criminals.  This is a brief list of some measures that you can exercise to make you less desirable to a terrorist or a criminal.  Personal information about you in the wrong hands could be used against you in a criminal or terrorist attack.

     2.  Second teaching point.  Change your individual profile.  Vary your public habits.

      3.  Third teaching point.  While it is hard not to look like an American in today’s global fashion setting, we can reduce our overt appearances as Americans in some ways.  We should strive to blend in with our local settings.

      4.  Fourth teaching point.  Not flashing money in public can go a long way towards decreasing the likelihood of being robbed.

       Media slides (#12) IPM continued – Be sensitive to changes in the security atmosphere

      5.  Fifth teaching point.  Being sensitive to changes in the security atmosphere goes hand and hand with precautions and measures that you will take to diminish your appeal as a target to a terrorist.  

           Be alert to attempts to conduct surveillance on you or your property.  It is best to err on the side of caution.  Immediately, report such activity to the community military police, force protection officer, or military intelligence office’s point of contact.

     6.  Sixth teaching point.   Unexplained absences of local citizens may be an indicator of possible terrorist actions.  As is true in all possible indicators, common sense, current known threat and a calm head must prevail.  If in doubt, contact your local military intelligence detachment or military police.

        Summary

While it is relatively safe in Central Europe, knowing and using measures that can make you a harder target can be helpful in ensuring that you are less likely to be the target of a terrorist or a criminal.  A few precautionary measures, and situational awareness can help make you a more difficult target.  In the end, your use of these measures is solely up to you.

· Undesirable spots, and off-limits establishments in your area (can be off-limits due to drugs, violence, discriminatory practices or other criminal activities) – must be developed and presented by local community representatives
· Local threat assessments – must be developed and presented by local community representatives 
· Current force protection information –must be developed and presented by local community representatives
