A.  INTRODUCTION:

1.  First teaching point.  The purpose of this presentation is to inform the student as to what suspicious activity should be reported, how this activity should be reported, and to whom this activity should be reported.

B.  ENABLING LEARNING OBJECTIVE # 1.

ACTION:  Unaided, students should be able to identify what suspicious things to watch for.

NOTE:  The bullets on slides 5-8 are fairly self-explanatory.  Comments and teaching points will be offered by exception, or where it is appropriate to highlight a point.

     1.  First teaching point.  There are many suspicious activities that the student should be aware of.  Many of these activities could indicate an ongoing or future criminal or terrorist act.  The student’s ability to distinguish what is suspicious activity can help prevent an undesirable act or alert authorities to an ongoing terrorist or criminal act.  Generally, common sense will help immensely in identifying suspicious activity or persons.


2.  Second teaching point.  The list that follows is not all-inclusive, nor does all that follow indicate a criminal or terrorist act.  Common sense must prevail.


3.  Third teaching point.  SNAP provides an excellent opportunity to disseminate force protection and crime prevention information.


4.  Fourth teaching point.  Property being taken out of an area when the resident is not present may be an indicator of criminal activity.  Do not assume that because someone is in a uniform, i.e. “workman’s” clothing that they are conducting legitimate activity.  When in doubt, contact the local authorities.  In several European countries, persons wearing workman’s clothing have burglarized houses.  Later, it was determined that the persons were actually criminals and not authorized workers.

       5.  Fifth teaching point.  A stranger taking pictures may be an indicator of criminal or terrorist pre-operational surveillance.  Routinely, before a terrorist strikes, they will conduct surveillance on a potential target; they may also conduct probing operations to see if someone is watching and reporting suspicious activity to the authorities.  Criminals will also conduct surveillance of potential targets.  Often, photographing an area may be an indicator, and persons who observe this activity should report it immediately to law enforcement.  

       6.  Sixth teaching point.  Graffiti may be an indicator of gang activity or a group’s dislike of Americans, or a dislike for those who support American policy.  Graffiti should be promptly reported to local law enforcement authorities.

       7.  Seventh teaching point.  A suspicious package can be an unattended package.  Never touch or move a suspicious package or letter.  Do not cut tape, strings, or other wrappings on a suspect package or immerse a suspicious letter in water.  Either could cause detonation!  Report suspicious packages or mail to security officials immediately.

            a.  Suspicious packages can have an abnormal or unusual size, oily stains on the package, wires or strings protruding from or attached to the item.  

             b.  Suspicious packages can have a peculiar odor (many explosives used by terrorists smell like shoe polish or almonds).

             c.  Suspicious packages can have an unusual weight, uneven balance or shape.

       8.  Eighth teaching point.  Strangers sitting in cars could be conducting some type of surveillance for a variety of purposes.  If you believe that this person is suspicious, be sure to get the license plate of the vehicle and other descriptive data, and report this information to your community law enforcement. 

            Strangers in cars talking to children could be an indicator of a sex offender.  Certainly, we do not want to be paranoid, however, we must be cautious of strangers who are in cars and talking to children that the stranger does not know.

     1.  First teaching point.  Information provided to authorities when a suspicious activity or person is observed is critical.  Accurate information can lead to swift resolution of an incident.  It can also lessen unnecessary use of limited resources used to investigate suspicious activity.  

     2.  Second teaching point.  When reporting suspicious activity or persons, report suspicious activity promptly, thoroughly and as accurately as possible.  Emphasize local reporting procedures.

     3.  Third teaching point.  Note that while information provided is important, many criminals and terrorists use disguises and fake license plates, hence the observer needs to try and capture as many other details as is possible.  Greater detail may help to offset a criminal’s or a terrorist’s attempts to deceive you.

        Summary

questions to determine if information was absorbed by the students.  Take this opportunity to provide a list of important phone numbers, points of contacts and locations of important places, such as military police station, military intelligence detachments, etc. 

NOTE:  Personnel should next receive briefings on:

· Crime prevention/force protection tips
· Undesirable spots, and off-limits establishments in your area (can be off-limits due to drugs, violence, discriminatory practices or other criminal activities) – must be developed and presented by local community representatives
· Local threat assessments – must be developed and presented by local community representatives 
· Current force protection information –must be developed and presented by local community representatives
